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New Stikeman Elliott Award in Technology Law

The Centre is an academic centre devoted to the study of law and policy related to innovation and technology, and is located at the University of Toronto Faculty of Law. 





Description and Eligibility:  The Stikeman Elliott Award in Technology Law will be administered by the Centre for Innovation Law and Policy on the following terms:





The prize will be awarded in the amount of $2,000, to the best student paper produced in the University of Toronto Faculty of Law in the area of "technology law" defined expansively to include information technology, intellectual property, e�commerce, and traditional legal subjects with a focus specific to technology companies or the technology industry.�(for example: international tax structuring of a technology business)


Eligible papers will include any papers submitted as part of University of Toronto course requirements, or authored by University of Toronto students separate and apart from course obligations.


The prize will be awarded in two parts - the first $1000 will be awarded when the winning paper has been selected, and the second $1000 will be awarded when the paper is judged "ready for publication". 


The winning paper will be chosen by a panel of two or more assessors, comprising someone from Stikeman Elliott llp, and someone from the Faculty of Law.


The student would be required to agree to work with individuals from Stikeman Elliott llp to assist in getting the paper into a publishable state.
